Three years ago a small group of FCA/ESR members from  the mid-Hudson

More recently, HVC founders have met wit h ESR and National FCA
leadership to formulate plans to truly bring the exis tence of the HVC to the
attention of the membership.

At this time we are attempting to reach out to
the ESR and other regional FCA members so asto crea  te a database of folks
from the area who share the passion of Ferrari.

Even if you just have a passing interest in the
sport of automobile racing this book will

grab and hold your interest. In the author’s
own words it is:

“A selection of the most illustrious race cars
not an A to Z compendium of every great
car that raced”

'You can'’t help but be intrigued by the
stories of these fast, quirky, cantankerous,
sometimes lethal but always beautiful
machines and the drivers who sought to
tame them.

The book opens with the story of the
GT-40 and the Ford-Ferrari wars, and then
moves in quick succession through such
fascinating stories as the Mercedes-Benz
Silver Arrows, Ayrton Senna’s McLaren
MP4/4 and the Anglo American synergy
that produced the Lotus 49.

You are then drawn into the world of
drag racing with the Greer-Black-

Never one to stand on the sidelines and wait for im provement,
Ferrari Chairman di Montezemolo acted swiftly to sec ure two time
world champion Fernando Alonso in a long expected m ove, though
a year earlier than many had expected. Alonso will team with
Massa to form a formidable one-two punch with two of t he world’s

top drivers in their stable.
